Accessing SAS through the Remote Desktop Connection
To access SAS through the a remote desktop connection under the Start menu select All Programs, Communications, Remote Desktop Connection as shown in Figure 1 below.

This will bring up the Remote Desktop Connection Dialog Box shown in figure 2.  In the dialog box enter the computer name “usmawkdamatdual” as shown below and select the “connect” button.

The computer will now prompt you for you login credentials as shown in Figure 3.  Enter your User name and Password as if you were logging into your own personal computer and select OK.

After a few seconds your screen will show a new desktop that looks like the one shown in Figure 4 below.  You now are engage in a remote network connection to a computer terminal.  If you fail to end this session by following the procedure in the section titled “Terminating a Remote Desktop Session” you will remain log on to the remote terminal and prevent others from logging into this terminal either remotely or in person.   The computer you are remotely connecting to is located in the ARL Conference Room, TH224A.
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Figure 4: Desktop after Remote Connection has been Completed
There are three problems which will prevent you from being able to log on remotely, Figure 5 shows the dialog box you will see when the remote session connection fails.  The first problem is that someone is currently logged onto the computer terminal either remotely or in person.  In either case a dialog box will let you know there is someone logged on.  (Note:  If you fail to log off the terminal properly from your remote desktop session you may receive this message.  Make sure you follow the “Terminating a Remote Desktop Session” instruction below.

The second reason you may not be able to log on is that the computer terminal has not been turned on.  In order to engage in a Remote Desktop Session the computer you are trying to access must be turned on.  

Your Remote Desktop Session maybe unsuccessful because you do not have permissions to conduct the Remote Desktop Session on the computer you are requesting the session with.  Please see the Math Department IT Technicians if you believe this is the problem.  They will verify your credential for access to the terminal and ensure the proper permission are changed.

By making these selections you will start a SAS Session.  Figure 7 shows the screen that will appear if a SAS section has started successfully.  The program should perform like you were operating it from your own personal computer, however, the files that are referenced are located on the computer in the ARL Conference Room.  Ensure when you save files you save them to your computer or a shared server so you can access them later.

Terminating a Remote Desktop Session

To Terminate a Remote Desktop Session, close all programs that you have been running during the session.  Next go to the Start Up menu and select the Windows Security Icon as shown in Figure 8 below.

Selecting the Windows Security Icon will open the Windows Security dialog box shown in Figure 9.  Select the “Shut Down…” button and wait for the Shut down window to display.

When the Shut Down Dialog Box appears as shown in Figure 10, select the “Restart” computer.  This will shut down and restart the computer in the ARL Conference Room and end the Remote Session with your computer.  It is important that you select the “Restart” option on the Shut Down Menu otherwise the Remote Session will not be terminated properly preventing others from being able to access the terminal.

Once the logging off procedure is complete you computer’s desktop will return to its normal operation and you will have successfully complete the termination of your remote terminal access session.
